What makes a "Trained" Leader?

Cub Scout Leaders are considered trained when they have completed Youth Protection, Cub Scout Fast Start, This is Scouting Orientation and the Cub Scout Leader Specific training for their position. All of which are On Line Courses at MyScouting.org
Scoutmasters and Assistant Scoutmasters are considered trained when they have completed Youth Protection, Boy Scout Fast Start, This is Scouting Orientation courses which are all On Line Courses. Scoutmaster / Assistant Scoutmaster Leader Specific Training, and Introduction to Outdoor Leader Skills, these are conducted in both a classroom and outdoor experience.

Troop and Pack Committee Members are considered trained when they have completed Youth Protection ,This is Scouting Orientation ,Committee Member Fast Start, Troop Committee Challenge, and Committee  Leader Specific Training.

Varsity Scout Leaders and Assistants are considered trained when they have completed Youth Protection, This is Scouting Orientation, Varsity Scout Leader Specific Training, and Introduction to Outdoor Leader Skills.

Venturing Crew Advisors, Assistant Advisors, and Crew Committee Members are considered trained when they have completed Youth Protection – Venturing Specific, Venturing Fast Start, This is Scouting Orientation and Venturing Leader Specific Training.
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Who should attend Training?

If you have completed an Adult Scout Leader application, you should be going to Training. Every adult Scout leader position has important tasks in bringing the program to your pack, troop, team, or crew.

In a Cub Scout pack, if you have registered as a Den Leader, Asst, Den Leader, Tiger Den Leader, Webelos Den Leader, Asst. Webelos Den Leader, Den Leader Coach, Pack Committee Chair, Pack Committee Member, Cubmaster, Asst. Cubmaster, or Chartered Partner Representative, you need to be going to Training starting with Youth Protection Training, This is Scouting, Fast Start , and Cub Scout Leader Specific, all of which are available On Line at MyScouting.org. To take Cub Scouts camping, you will also need to complete BALOO (Basic Adult Leader Outdoor Orientation).

As a Boy Scout leader, Scoutmaster, Asst. Scoutmaster, Troop Committee Chair, Troop Committee Member, or Chartered Partner Representative, you start your training with Youth Protection, Fast Start for Boy Scouts, This is Scouting Orientation all available On Line at MyScouting.org. For Scoutmasters and Asst. Scoutmasters, you need to continue with SM/ASM Leader Indoor Specific Training and concluded with Introduction to Outdoor Leader Skills. For Troop Committee Chairs and Members, your next step is Troop Committee Challenge.

Venture Crew leaders also follow a like path with the start with Venturing Fast Start. Venture Advisors, Asst. Venture Advisors, Crew Committee Chairs and Crew Committee Members than continue with Youth Protection Training, This is Scouting Orientation, and Venturing Leader Specific.

There is also training for new District and Council leaders including Fast Start for Commissioner, Youth Protection and This is Scouting Orientation. For Commissioners there is Commissioner Basic Training.

Supplemental training is also available for all leaders at Roundtable and training event like University of Scouting. These training program help you bring even more knowledge about Scouting and doing scouting in your registered Scout leader position.

Why do Leaders need Training?

Training shows new leaders how to do their jobs and allows for an interchange of ideas with more experienced leaders. Every Scout deserves qualified, trained leaders who will provide the best program possible, the way it is intended. Trained leaders ensure that the goals of Scouting are met. All Scout leaders need training to help them understand the aims and purposes of the Scouting program, to improve their ability to work with boys and other leaders, to learn Scouting skills, and to learn how to plan an effective Scouting program.

Scouting has a wide range of training opportunities to help you develop as an adult Scout leader. It all starts with Youth Protection Training, a new leader's first introduction to being a Scout leader, this then followed by Program Specific Fast Start. Next is Basic Training. Basic training starts with This is Scouting Orientation for all leadership positions followed by Leader Specific that specializes in the program area you are a leader.
Learning continues with Supplemental Training events like University of Scouting, Re-chartering, Leave Trace, Friends of Scouting, Adult Awards & Recognition, Chartered Organization Representative, and many others. Supplemental Training adds to a Scout leader's knowledge base and helps bring new Program ideas and skills back to the unit. There is also Advanced Training available. Wood Badge, Trainer Development Conference, and Philmont Training Center offer even more information to help you become an even better leader.

Basic Leader Training Courses
Fast Start Training 

This is the first step and it covers the organization of a pack or a troop. Participants may choose to take the course by an interactive web based program or by video at home. For more information or upon completion, the participant needs to contact his or her district training chairman or district executive. Prerequisite: None

Cub Scout Fast Start - Online or Video Boy Scout Fast Start - Online or Video Venturing Fast Start - Online or Video

This is Scouting Orientation Training

 This is Scouting Orientation covers all adult leaders serving youth in the Boy Scouts of America. The course presents an overview of Scouting, including the organization's mission, aims, and methods. It also provides new leaders with a look at the resources available to them through the Boy Scouts of America, and a clear understanding of Scouting's expectations of its adult leadership. All new adult leaders in all Scouting programs should participate in this course as soon as possible upon volunteering. Prerequisite: None, available online. Visit www.scoutingcny.org 

Cub Scout Leader Specific Training 
A new Cub Scout leader's introduction to the Boy Scouts of America and the responsibilities, opportunities, and resources that will ensure a successful pack leadership experience. This course is intended for every adult leader in every Cub Scout pack. Participants receive instructions in their specific leadership position. Prerequisite: None

Scoutmaster and Assistant Scoutmaster Specific Training 

Following This is Scouting Orientation training, this course is the next phase of a new Scoutmaster's introduction to the Boy Scouts of America and to the responsibilities, opportunities, and resources that will ensure a successful troop leadership experience. Prerequisite: None

Introduction to Outdoor Leader Skills : familiarizes the leader with the skills that a Scout must learn from Tenderfoot through First Class and includes such areas as woods, tools, map and compass, ropes, cooking, plant identification, campfires, first aid, and camping and hiking.
 Prerequisite: Scoutmaster and Assistant Scoutmaster Specific Training
Venture Leader Specific Training 

This training is designed to introduce Adult Venturing crew leaders to the basic information needed to operate a crew. Prerequisite: None

Outdoor Leader Skills for Webelos Leaders 

This training is designed to help Webelos Leaders provide a memorable camping experience for Webelos Scout Dens. Prerequisite: This is Scouting Orientation and Cub Scout Leader Specific

Troop Committee Challenge 

This three-hour hands-on training program is designed to help Boy Scout troop committees understand their roles and responsibilities. It is for the whole committee, including the Scoutmaster and Asst. Scoutmasters, and through games, case studies and discussions will help the committee work as a tem to better deliver the promise of Scouting. Prerequisite: None
Youth Protection Training

Youth Protection Training accomplishes the following objectives: Informs leaders and parents of BSA's Youth Protection policies and materials, including It Happened to Me, a video for Cub Scout-age boys and their parents, and A Time to Tell, a video for Boy Scout- age boys. Increases, the protection of children by discussing the procedures for prompt reporting of suspected abuse. Enables Leaders, and parents to recognize indicators of abuse, Needs to be completed every two years. Prerequisite: None Youth Protection Training can be completed on-line. Visit www.olc.scouting.org or www.scoutingcny.org.
Supplemental Training Courses

Basic Adult Leader Outdoor Orientation (BALOO)

The goal of BALOO is to provide the inexperienced leader with the skills and confidence necessary to venture into the great outdoors with his or her Cub Scouts and provide them with a great first-time experience. The course focuses on program planning and health and safety issues, and some basic outdoor skills. Prerequisite: This is Scouting Orientation and Cub Scout Leader Specific

Trainer Development Conference

The Trainer Development Conference is designed for all Scouters who want to serve as leadership trainers. The course introduces trainer candidates to the knowledge, skills, and attitudes necessary for all Scout leader trainers, and helps them become familiar with the latest principles, methods, and techniques used in effective training. Prerequisite: This is Scouting Orientation and Leader Specific

Cub Scout Leader POW WOW

Pow-Wow is an all day event for all Cub Scout leaders. There are many different learning opportunities covering nearly every aspect of the Cub Scouting Program including pack administration, finance, den and pack tips, crafts, skits, advancements, songs, games and cooking - basically everything from "soup to nuts". Prerequisite: None

University of Scouting

The University of Scouting is an all day event for all Cub Scout, Boy Scout, Venturing and District and Council leaders. There are many different learning opportunities covering nearly every aspect of the Scouting Program including specialized training courses and opportunities to assist leaders in providing a quality Scouting program. Prerequisite: None

Safe Swim Defense

Before a group may engage in swimming activities of any kind, a minimum of one adult leader must complete Safe Swim Defense training, have a commitment card (No. 34243) with them, and agree to use the eight defenses in this plan. Can be completed on-line at www.olc.scouting.org or www.scoutingcny.org Prerequisite: None

Safety Afloat

Safety Afloat has been developed to promote boating and boating safety and to set standards for safe unit activity afloat. Before a unit may engage in an excursion, expedition, or trip on the water (canoe, raft, sailboat, motorboat, rowboat, tube, or other craft), adult leaders for such activity must complete Safety Afloat Training, No. 34159A, have a commitment card, No. 34242A, with them, and be dedicated to full compliance with all nine points of Safety Afloat. Can be completed on-line at www.olc.scouting.org or www.scoutingcny.org Prerequisite: None

Sweet 16 of BSA Safety

This adult leaders' course covers safety training for all leaders. The basic safety training should be provided for all adults soon after they are identified and confirmed as leaders in any scouting program. Prerequisite: None

Climb on Safely

Climb on Safely is the Boy Scouts of America's recommended procedure for organizing BSA climbing/rappelling activities at a natural site or a specifically designed facility such as a climbing wall or tower. Any unit participating in any of these activities must have at least on adult present that as completed the Climb on Safely course. Prerequisite: None

Trek Safely

Trek Safety is the Boy Scouts of America's recommended procedure for organizing and carrying out outdoor treks that involve Boy Scouts, Varsity Scouts, and Ventures. Trek Safely applies to all types of outdoor experiences that involve trekking, including hiking, backpacking, canoeing, horseback riding, caving, rafting, kayaking, sailing, ski touring, mountain climbing, and mountain biking. Prerequisite: None

Charter Organization Representative Training

This training provides Charter Representatives with the information they need to understand their role and work as an effective liaison between the chartering organization and the scouting unit. Prerequisite: None

District Committee Workshop

The District Committee Workshop meets the training needs of members of the district committee. The workshop helps district Scouters coordinate and achieve the mission, goals and objectives of the council and district. This workshop qualifies as basic training for district volunteers who are also interested in enrolling in Woodbadge. Prerequisite: This is Scouting Orientation

Venturing Leadership Skills Course

Is designed to help teach all youth leaders the attitudes and skills that good leaders demonstrate. The training is broken into four categories: Vision, Communication, Organization and Synergism. Although Crew officers are thought to benefit most, the Venturing Leadership Skills Course was specifically designed to be experienced by the entire crew. Prerequisite: None

Leave No Trace

Developed in cooperation with Leave No Trace Inc., this manual provides a series of fascinating activities designed to teach Leave No Trace principles to Boy Scouts, Varsity Scouts, and Venturers. Prerequisite: None

Passport to High Adventure Training

This training outline teaches how Scouts and Leaders can plan and safely carry out council and unit high-adventure treks using Leave No Trace techniques. Prerequisite: None

GAWASA - Cold Weather Outdoor Training

GAWASA Training is a training program that expands Scouts and Scouters' knowledge of how to prepare themselves, plan for the proper nutrition and equipment in cold weather camping environments. This training consists of an indoor and outdoor training course. Prerequisite: Indoor Session must be completed before attending Outdoor Session

District Roundtables 

This is the monthly meeting of Leaders and adults from the Districts. They provide ideas for games, cheers, stunts, skits, crafts, and/or ceremonies for the following month's theme. It is also a source of information on upcoming events in the District and Council. Prerequisite: None

Campmaster Training

The campmaster corps is a group of selected, trained, and registered Scouters who serve at council weekend camps whenever troops, teams, Webelos dens, or posts are using any part of the camp property. Campmasters select their own time and frequency of service, but they usually serve two to four times a year. Prerequisite: None

Advanced Training Course
Wood Badge for the 21st Century
Wood Badge for the 21st century is for all Scout Leaders. It has been developed for Cub Scout, Boy Scout, and Venturing as well as Council and District Leaders. Its focus is on leadership, not out- of-door skills. Prerequisite: This is Scouting Orientation and Leader Specific Training
Powder Horn

Powder Horn is a new training opportunity designed as an action-packed, hands on outdoor course to expose the Venturing and other Scouting adult leaders to the resources necessary to operate a successful unit-level high adventure program and support Venturing Ranger Award program. Prerequisite: This is Scouting Orientation and Venturing Leader Specific

Training for Youth Leaders

Den Chief Training

Den Chief training is for Den Chiefs, Cubmasters and all others interested in understanding the important leadership role of a Den Chief within a den. It is full of fun, excitement, and information to help den chiefs do a good job. Den Chiefs are an older, experienced Boy Scout, Varsity Scout or Venture aged youth who assists the den leaders and pack leaders as required. Prerequisite: None

Troop Leadership Training (TLT)

Troop Leadership Training, No. 343 06A, has been rolled out to replace the Scoutmaster Junior Leader Training Kit. It is organized into three one- hour modules, which can be taught individually or all in one session. The content of the first session focuses on what a new leader must know; the second session on what a leader must be and the third session on what a leader must do. Completing all three modules qualifies the Scout to wear the "Trained" patch under his badge of office. Prerequisite: None

National Youth Leadership Training (NYLT)

Many councils offer weeklong junior leader training conferences at their camps for key troop leaders. This course supplements troop training and introduces leadership skills in an outdoor environment. Prerequisite: None

BSA On-Line Learning Center

These courses can help adult leaders deliver quality Scouting experiences to youth. A log-in is required; however anyone may create a user account and view the courses. Registered members of the BSA may provide their member numbers (as part of the user profile) to receive credit.
